IMA Group results at 31 December 2015

The IMA Group closed 2015 wittonsolidated revenues of over one billion eures
1,109.5 million euros to be precisean increase of 29.8% compared with 854.6
million at 31 December 2014xports accounted for about 90%, with excellent
results in the United States, Europe and the Miédist. The Italian market also did
well.

There has been a significant growthgross operating profit (EBITDA) before
non-recurring charges which rose to 157.5 million euros (+19.7% companath
131.6 million at 31 December 2014) and gross operating profit (EBITDA),
which rose to 148 million euros (+13.6% comparedhwl30.3 million at 31
December 2014)Operating profit (EBIT) also rose to 115.6 million euros (+7.1%
compared with 107.9 million in 2014), tmet profit for the year went up to 77.8
million euros (+37.2% compared with 56.7 million 2014) and theGroup net
profit reached 69.9 million euros (+35.5% compared wiil6 Bnillion in 2014).
