IMA S.p.A. would like to announce the registration on 12 June 2019 at the Bologna 

Companies Register of the plans for IMA S.p.A. to absorb its directly or 

indirectly controlled subsidiaries GIMA S.p.A., G.S. Coating Technologies S.r.l., 

Mapster S.r.l. and Revisioni Industriali S.r.l. 
 

In accordance with art. 2505 paragraph 2 of the Italian Civil Code, the mergers will 

take place in a simplified form, so without any exchange of shares, without any 

increase in capital of the merging company and without any amendment to the 

articles of association; in addition, the resolutions concerning the mergers by the 

merging company IMA S.p.A. will be adopted by the Board of Directors on expiry of 

the statutory time limits. 
 

The documents relating to the mergers have been published today on www.ima.it in 

the Investor Relations section (Shareholders Meetings), and on the authorised storage 

system 1INFO (www.1info.it), consisting of (i) the merger plans, (ii) the financial 

statements at 31 December 2018 of both the merging company and of the companies 

to be merged and (iii) the notice pursuant to art. 2505, last paragraph, of the Italian 

Civil Code. This notice will be published on 13 June 2019 in the newspaper MF, as 

attached. 
 

Under current legislation, the documentation relating to the mergers is also available 

to the public at the registered office of the companies involved in the merger, together 

with their financial statements for the last three years.
