compared with 90.4 million at 31 December 2012)hwihe ILAPAK Group
contributing 3.7 million euros, and th&roup order book that has reached 456.3
million euros (+ 22.1% compared with 373.6 millian31 December 2012) with the
ILAPAK Group contributing 22 million euros.

The IMA Group's preliminaryet financial debt at 31 December 2013, despite the
dividends paid during 2013, which overall amounted2.8 million euros, and the
purchase of the ILAPAK Group, which together with met debt amounted to 20.8
million euros, is slightly down to 130.4 million s (versus 131.5 million at 31
December 2012).
