Consolidated results at 30 September 2013

The Board of Directors of IMA S.p.A., world leaderthe production of automatic
packaging machines, met today under the chairmanghiAlberto Vacchi and
approved the Group's interim report on operatiargds5eptember 2013.

The IMA Group closed the first nine months of 2018 consolidated revenue®f
497.3 million euros, an increase of 12.9% compangith 440.3 million at 30
September 2012.

The gross operating profit (EBITDA) also rose considerably to 67 million euros
(+25.2% compared with 53.5 million at 30 Septemb@t?2), theoperating profit
(EBIT) to 54.1 million euros (+31.6% compared with 41.1lion at 30 September
2012) andprofit before tax to 48.8 million euros (+41% compared with 34.6lionl

at 30 September 2012).

The Group order book has reached 466.5 million euros, an increase éP4@n the
400.1 million at 30 September 2012, thanks to tlenpletion of numerous
negotiations in the Group's core businesses (plwauiaal and food).

The excellent results achieved by the Group infitlsé nine months are attributable
to the positive trend in sales to the pharmaceuaca food industries and to an
increase in the margins earned by the various bssiareas. These results are also
higher than those for the first nine months of 204Rich included the results of the
Stephan and Kilian businesses, further confirmimg positive performance of the
IMA Group.

Net debt of the IMA Group at 30 September 2013 is shargyml to 156.1 million
euros (225.6 million at 30 September 2012), alsmkk to the sale of the Stephan
business. A further reduction in net debt is expadty year end, thanks to the sale of
the Kilian business.

In 2013, also as a result of the consolidationhef LAPAK Group in the last five
months of the year, we are looking fevenuesto rise to around 760 million euros
(734.3 million in 2012) with agross operating profit (EBITDA) of around 105
million euros (101.4 million in 2012).

Chairman and CEO, declared! The first nine months closed with a good increasein
revenues and profitability. We are very pleased to have reached the growth targets
that we set ourselves, despite the deconsolidation of the Stephan and Kilian
businesses. The first nine months also emphasize the steady growth in the
consolidated order book, which exceeds 65% of the expected revenue for the current
year, as well as the positive trend in orders, which also rose in October in the various
business areas. In terms of acquisitions - continued Alberto Vacchi {MA will
increase its holding in the ILAPAK Group up to 51% by the end of 2013, confirming
the good performance and excellent future prospects of the company which produces
primary packaging machines for the food sector, in which IMA has invested heavily
over the last three years. This deal - concluded IMA's Chairman will help us
achieve our growth targets for the end of 2013, with good prospects for 2014 as
well."

IMA has finalised the agreement for the sale of 886 interest inZibo IMA

This operation forms part of IMA's strategy for tfe®rganisation of its production
platforms abroad, especially in China where the uBraes present with other
production and commercial entities. It will not olve significant changes in the
results expected by the Group, given the compdimyiged contribution in terms of
profitability.
